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L INTRODUCTION

The County of Imperial through its Department of Public Works owns and/or maintains ten (10)
Solid Waste Disposal Sites. Under regulations and guidelines adopted by the State of California,
implementation of a groundwater monitoring program is required at each of these facilities. The
County of Imperial as the Operator has issued this Request for Proposals (RFP) to obtain
professional services for groundwater monitoring and reporting in order to comply with the
above regulations and guidelines.

These services will allow the County to comply with Regional Water Quality Control Board
(RWQCB) Waste Discharge Requirement Orders for the Brawley, Calexico, Imperial, Holtville,
Hot Spa, Ocotillo, Palo Verde, and Niland Solid Waste Sites. The Picacho landfill is on the
Quechan Indian Reservation and is monitored by the California State Water Resources Control
Board and the Local Enforcement Agency (LEA). The Salton City Solid Waste Site is owned by
the County and operated by Burrtec Industries. Ground Water monitoring and reporting on this
site is the responsibility of the operator and will not be part of this contract.

The successful Consultant will provide sample collection, field analysis, retests as necessary and
other items as needed to comply with the requirements of the RWQCB. The sampling shall
consist of obtaining quality data from both background and point of compliance wells for
constituents of concern (COCs) at each of the ten sites, along with performing statistical
analyses. The monitoring wells have been previously installed and are in various locations (see
attached maps). The monitoring wells have dedicated balers which have been installed by the
current groundwater monitoring consultant.

The Consultant is required to prepare annual and biannual reports; Summer/Fall and
Winter/Spring Summary Groundwater Monitoring Reports for the sites based on the frequency
required by the Waste Discharge Requirement Program for each site. In general, the Consultant
will provide elevations, flow direction and gradients, and a historical summary of measurements
for each of the ten sites. A 5 year Constituency of Concern report will also be due during this
contracting period, in February of 2026.

Interested parties are encouraged to submit proposals in the format described by this document.
Submittals responding to this Request for Proposals (RFP) will be received at the Department of
Public Works until the established deadline of 4:00 p.m. on December 19, 2024 One (1) hard
copy of the submittal plus one (1) copy in Portable Document Format (PDF) on a USB
thumb drive shall be delivered to:

Proposals may be delivered in person, by mail, or by delivery service. No telephone or fax
submittals will be accepted. Responsibility for delivery and acknowledgement shall remain with
the Proposer.

II. PROJECT BACKGROUND AND LOCATION

The County owns 10 solid waste sites of which for the use and benefit of County residents. The
monitoring programs are for nine of the ten sites which are near the cities of Brawley, Calexico,
Imperial, and Holtville, and in the unincorporated County area.

I1I. PROJECT OBJECTIVE

The objective of this project is to retain professional services in order that the County may
remain compliant with the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) Waste Discharge
Requirement Orders.

IV.  PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The tasks are described in further detail in the RWQCB Waste Discharge Requirements in
Attachment 1.

V. SCOPE OF WORK

The Scope of Work outlined shall be used as a basis for the preparation of the proposal. The
phases shall be broken into tasks with time and staff hours required for each site. Any questions
regarding the scope of work shall be directed to the Director of Public Works or his
representative.

The County reserves the right to amend this RFP prior to the final date of proposal submission
and to reject any or all proposals. The County further reserves the right to accept only a portion

of a proposal, or approve a proposal for only a portion of the landfills.

A. CONSULTANT REQUIREMENTS

1. As part of the proposal, the proposing firm shall designate a competent and
experienced engineer/licensed professional, registered in the State of California,
who will be the Consultant’s representative and empowered to manage this
project. Said representative must be acceptable to the County. Any subsequent
changes to the designated manager must be approved by the County.

il. Inquiries from the public, media and other agencies shall be referred to the
County’s designated project manager — Jose Castaneda — Administrative Analyst
1.
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Unless otherwise specified under Section XII of this scope, the Consultant shall
furnish and/or prepare all materials, data and information needed to conduct
studies and perform the tasks and activities outlined in this Scope of Work.

Two weeks after the official start date, the Consultant shall begin submitting to
the County the updated project schedule showing, for each activity, actual starting
date and actual completion date. The Consultant shall continue submitting this
progress report throughout the life of the project.

Throughout the proposed contract in the event it should become necessary for the
County to hold any meeting or conference, the Consultant shall cooperate fully
with the County and shall arrange for qualified representatives of Consultant to
attend any such meeting or conference.

WORK TO BE DONE BY CONSULTANT - DELIVERABLES

Consultant shall comply with testing and monitoring requirements of the
appropriate waste discharge requirements (WDR’s) for each landfill.

The Consultant is required to prepare reports in the following frequency (as per
WDR for each site):

Sites Regulatory Firm Frequency
Calexico, Niland, RWQCB Bi-annually
Imperial
Brawley, Holtville,
Ocotillo, Palo Verde, Hot RWQCB Annually
Spa
Picacho USEPA Bi-annually

The Consultant shall deliver one (1) report binder plus one (1) digital copy of the
same information in Portable Document Format (PDF) including all executable
files on a USB thumb drive or transmitted electronically. At the request of
RWQCB, each site should have its own report, its own cover letter, and submitted
individually to its corresponding archive on Geotracker. The Reports shall include
elevations, flow direction, and gradients at each site. Historical statistical data
shall be prepared that tracks all compounds encountered in a continuous manner
starting with the most recently completed report. A draft cover letter to the
RWQCB for each site shall be provided as well. The Report and cover pages shall
be provided to the County in sufficient time so as to allow for discussion with the
Consultant regarding any revisions to the Report should any be necessary prior to
the County forwarding the Report to the RWQCB. Any retesting will require that
a revised report be provided to the County.

Consulting firm selected for this project will be required to dispose properly of
any waste material that is generated from testing of the wells. Public Works will
not be able to supplement the efforts of the consultant.
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A 5-year Constituency of Concern report will be due during this contractual
period, in February of 2026. Quarterly sample collection data, field analysis,
retests and other items as necessary to comply with the requirements of the
RWQCB, in accordance with the appropriate Waste Discharge Requirements will
be provided in the report.

The Consultant shall establish an itemized fee for retests separate from the regular
testing. This fee will be negotiated prior to execution of the contractual
agreement.

Regular use of electronic mail is also strongly encouraged. Documents and
spreadsheets submitted electronically shall be formatted in Microsoft® WORD®
and EXCEL® programs.

The Consultant may have occasion to represent the County at meetings or
discussions with the RWQCB at their offices. The Consultant will also provide
recommendations and make interpretations to the County of actions and
correspondence from the RWQCB.

Any work beyond the Scope of Work shall be paid as per the schedule of fees
provided by the Consultant unless otherwise mutually agreed to by the County

and the Consultant.

WORK TO BE PERFORMED BY THE COUNTY

The County will be responsible for the control and execution of this contract, including
the following tasks:

1.

REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF SUBMITTALS

The County will review and evaluate submittals (reports and related documents). If
corrections, modifications, changes, additions and/or omissions are required as a result of
this review, a marked set of the submittals accompanied with a letter listing the
comments associated with the changes and modifications will be returned to the
Consultant, as necessary. Once approved, the County will provide a copy of the Report to
the RWQCB using the supplied cover page.

ADMINISTRATIVE ACTIVITIES

The County will conduct the following administrative activities:

1. Issue written Notice to Proceed.

il. Make progress payments and final payment to the Consultant.

iii. Answer all questions of project definition and scope posed by the
Consultant.

iv. Conduct initial handling of all inquiries regarding the project.
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V. Review progress reports.

vi. Conduct evaluations of Consultant’s contract performance.

vii.  Exercise budgetary control.

viii.  Respond to correspondence from the Consultant in a timely manner.

CONTENTS OF PROPOSAL

Proposals for work should consist of a transmittal letter and résumés of designated personnel.
The proposal shall be prepared using the same format and sequence of information as follows:

A. TRANSMITTAL LETTER

The proposal is to begin with a brief transmittal letter of not more than two pages.
The proposal shall be stamped and signed by a Civil Engineer and/or Professional in
the required discipline currently registered by the State of California.

. PROJECT APPROACH

A brief discussion of the proposed methodology for completing work should be
provided. This section should discuss the scope of work and identify additions or
modifications that are recommended to the suggested scope of work described in this
RFP. The scope of work will be used as the basis for later contract negotiations.

. CONSULTANT’S EXPERIENCE

A brief summary of recent projects demonstrating the Proposer’s experience shall be
provided which will include project location, type of project, and the year the work
was completed.

. PROJECT TEAM

The key member(s) of the project team are to be identified and their role discussed.
The experience of the project team member(s) on similar assignments for counties or
agencies is to be presented.

Of particular importance are the experience and capabilities of the designated project
manager and key technical staff. The location of the office where work will be
performed shall be noted.

Key project team members are to be committed to the project and are not to be
reassigned without the prior approval of the County.

The name of State of California certified analytical laboratory to be used is to be
provided. Include the name(s) and telephone number(s) of the lead person(s) who
will be assigned to this project.



. SCHEDULE OF FEES

A schedule of charges for different classifications of personnel that will be utilized on
the project shall be included.

. TASK SCHEDULE

An estimate of the time required for the various tasks described in the scope of work
shall be provided. This division of time may be used to compute partial payments on
the project.

. PROJECT SCHEDULE

An estimate of the overall time that will be required to complete the project shall be
provided.

. APPENDIX

The final element of the proposal is to be the appendix which shall include résumés of
key personnel. There is no page limit for the proposal; however including extra
unnecessary material is not encouraged.

NOT TO EXCEED

The not to exceed fee shall be in a separate, sealed envelope with the company name
and name of this project on the outside. All information relating to the proposed fee
submitted in the separate sealed envelope will be to facilitate comparison after
preliminary evaluation of the firms.

List hourly billing rates including overhead, per diem and profit for each type of labor
category to be used, rates for travel expense and Total Not to Exceed Fee for each
solid waste site separately as well as any cost savings for all landfills. List an
itemized rate for retests.

List an additional hourly rate for extra or additional work that may occur during the
contractual term.

Note that this is a Public Works contract and prevailing wage will be required.
Penalties for failure to pay prevailing wages will be enforced. Cal. Lab. Code § 1775.
Statutory provisions for penalties for failure to comply with state's wage and hour
laws will be enforced. Cal. Lab. Code § 1813.

VII. METHOD OF PAYMENT

A. The method of payment used to compensate the Consultant is on a Not to Exceed Fee
basis. Payment shall be made pursuant to a contract based on the Consultant’s
negotiated fees.

B. Invoices shall be paid at 100% without retention as is customary with County service
agreements.
C. Work changes shall be authorized in writing and the Consultant shall not proceed

until such authorization is received.

D. Invoices shall indicate the percentage of total contracted amount expended for each
invoice in a cumulative manner against the remaining project balance.

VIII. LIST OF REFERENCES

The Consultant shall provide at least three (3) references for similar work completed within the
last three years or in process at the time of this submittal. The County reserves the right to
contact said references for information regarding the quality of work of the Consultant.

IX.  PREVIOUS DISQUALIFICATION

A proposal may be rejected on the basis of respondent, any officer of such respondent, or any
employee of such respondent, who has propriety interest in such respondent having been
disqualified, removed, or otherwise prevented from completing a Federal, State, or local project
because of a violation of law or regulation.

X. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The Consultant shall be an independent contractor and shall certify that no conflict of interest
exists which would impact its ability to provide independent services to the County.

XI.  SELECTION CRITERIA




The purpose of the selection process is to identify the Consultant who, in the opinion of the
Director, can carry out the proposed project in a manner best suited to the interests of the
County.

Familiarity with the geography of the County will be an important consideration. The ability of
the Consultant to complete the work in an expedient and professional manner will also be an
important consideration.

Proposals will be reviewed and evaluated by the County of Imperial Department of Public
Works. Information obtained from references provided in the proposal may also be used in the
evaluation.

XII.  CONTRACT

The County proposes to negotiate a one (1) year contract with up to four (4) 1 year extensions for
the work described in the Scope of Work. The contract will include sufficient task descriptions
to cover work that may be added to or deducted from the total contract. At any time prior to the
signing of the contract, the County reserves the right to make additions or deletions to the
contract. The contract will contain a time limit for completing the work. The contract will
contain such legal safeguards and clauses as may be recommended by Imperial County Office of
County Counsel. A proposing firm must accept the agreement terms as stated in the sample
agreement. Request for modifications to terms will not be accepted.

Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the County, from and against any and all claims,
liabilities, causes of action, cost and expenses, arising out of or in connection with any work
performed by the contractor.

Contract negotiations will commence with the proposal recommended as most responsive by the
Public Works Department and the final approval of the recommendation by the Board of
Supervisors. If negotiations do not proceed satisfactorily or break down, the County reserves the
right to cease negotiations and proceed to the next prospective proposer and so on until a
satisfactory agreement is reached and a contract is approved by both parties.

I. Relationship — The Consultant’s relationship to the County during performance of
the services specified in the contract shall be that of an independent contractor.

2. Consultant’s Responsibilities — Consultant shall supervise and perform the
services specified in the contract using his best skill of attention. Consultant shall
be solely responsible for all means, methods, techniques and procedures used in
performing the service and complying with RWQCB requirements.

XIII. COORDINATION WITH COUNTY

It is the County’s intention to oversee the work at all stages of its progress. To accomplish this,
meetings between the Director and/or his designated representative and the Consultant may be
called and held at various times. In addition, the Consultant shall consult with the County on



specific technical or procedural points whenever they arise. County staff will be able to respond
to any questions in a minimal time frame.

It will be the responsibility of the Consultant to bring any and all questions to the attention of the
Director in sufficient time to prevent any interruption in the smooth flow of work. Answers to
questions or decisions regarding how to proceed will be made by either the Director or by his
designated representative.

XIV. MODIFICATIONS TO THE REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

Modifications, if any, shall be made at a time sufficiently in advance of the established deadline
in order to allow potential proposers time to react. It is the responsibility of proposing firms to
continuously check the Public Works Website at:
https://publicworks.imperialcounty.org/projects-out-to-bid/ for any addendum issued.

XV. INQUIRIES

Any questions and inquiries regarding this RFP shall be submitted in writing to the Department
of Public Works. The Consultant shall not act upon, or rely upon, statements made by persons
other than the Director or his specifically designated representative(s).

XVII. LICENSES AND CERTIFICATES

The Consultant shall acquire and maintain current all licenses and permits for personnel and
company as required by law (i.e.: licensing and bonding by State Code etc.). The Consultant
shall submit copies of all licenses, permits and applicable documents to the County prior to the
execution of the contract.

XVIII. INSURANCE

The Consultant agrees to maintain in full force and effect during the term of the Agreement a
public liability insurance policy which indemnifies and additionally insures the County from all
liability from loss, damage, or injury to persons or property arising from negligence by



Consultant in the performance of these services. The Consultant also agrees to maintain coverage
in full force and effect during the term of this agreement.

The contractor will be required to provide insurance coverage as described above. The amounts
of insurance coverage shall be reflected in the estimated professional fee.

The contractor shall provide a certificate of liability insurance at the time the agreement has been
sent to the contractor for signature. The insurance certificates will name the County of Imperial
and Department of Public Works and its employees and officers as additionally named insured.
This shall be maintained in full force and effect for the duration of the contract and must be in an
amount and format satisfactory to the County.

The contractor will be required to defend, indemnify and save harmless the County, its
employees, officers, agents, from any and all claims, demands, damages, costs, expenses,
judgments or liability of any nature whatsoever which may result from this contract except for
claims, demands, damages, costs, expenses or judgments resulting solely from the negligence or
willful misconduct of the County.

Trenching Requirements — Project in Excess of Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000)

feet (5”) or more in depth, CONTRACTOR shall submit a detailed plan showing the
design of shoring, bracing, sloping or other provisions to be made for worker protection
from the hazard of caving ground during the excavation of such trench.

as supplemented by the Department of Labor regulations, which provide that
CONTRACTOR’s workers and its subcontractor’s workers may not be required or
permitted to work more than eight (8) hours in any one (1) calendar day and forty (40)
hours in any one (1) calendar week.
